The Importance of Fellowship Lesson 1
One of the most vital aspects of a fulfilling Christian life is fellowship with other Christians.  Unfortunately, this is also one of the most neglected aspects of the average Christian’s Walk.

Introductory Points:

Formal worship does NOT equal fellowship.

Sometimes our “personal relationship” with Christ can be too personal.

I. True Fellowship gives Strength to our individual walk with Christ.
A. Hebrews 10:19-25
1. In the Body of Christ no one should walk alone
2. Verse 25 is not an isolated commandment; rather it is the means by which the verses 22-24 are achieved. 
II. True fellowship encourages sincere Caring and liberal Sharing. 
A. Acts 2:44-47
1. The Bible repeatedly calls believers to share freely with one another as well as with those who are in sincere need, so that no one may go without.

2. This sharing is as much a part of the Christian lifestyle as attending services.

III. True fellowship causes the Church to Function as it was intended to.
A. I Corinthians  12:20-26
1. Just because the Body appears to function without a certain part doesn’t mean it was intended to function that way.
2. Two things generally occur when someone is detached from the body.
a) The body is handicapped
b) The missing part cannot survive for long detached from the body.
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
