a. Devoted to Apostles’ teaching

b. Giving and Sharing with all those who had need.
c. Breaking Bread (including the Lord’s Supper)

d. Prayer

2. These things were meant to be done corporately as space could allow. (gatherings in houses or temple courts)
3. Those early Christians would then carry their spiritual habits and disciplines into their own personal lives.
